Focus ʹ  Potential changes to 
transport

Parent Forum
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Devon County Council are looking at rolling out throughout Devon 
possible taxi route/s that could be centralised, this is where a child 
or young person would walk or be transported by parent/carer to a 
point within 1.5 miles for secondary school age children or 0.25 
miles for primary school age to where they would need to meet 
their taxi. This would be the responsibility of parent/carer to get 
them to their pick up point/s. We are also looking at pupils within 
the Dawlish, Teignmouth, Newton Abbot and Kingsteignton area 
that could potentially use public transport with the help of our 
travel trainers. 
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We are due to have a meeting with Devon Transport and would very much like to 
understand parent opinion around this matter so that we can share views.

As a Trust we have contacted Devon Transport to express our concerns.  They have 
stated that :-

It is not their intension to change any transport or look to initiate any single pick up and 
drop off points at this time.  They are currently wishing to explore this, they would not 
implement changes without interested parties being consulted.

We have a meeting in early June to discuss this matter.
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During the meeting we would like to be able to accurately reflect the views of 
parents/carers.

A survey has been sent out to initially gather opinion.  We will use the Parent 
Forum to add further views and opinions.
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
